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(3) The direction of John

Briefly, John moves into a more spiritual realm than doe the
other Gospels. You wull find no kingdom parables but parables
revealing the Saviour's spiritual company. You will find a move
away from dramatic eschatology and into the area of the
spiritual defeat of the foe (12:31, etc.). Some of this
emphasis is found in the other accounts but it is the strong
point of John.. a new birth. .a source of spiritual water, etc.

Likewise, as Luke emphasized the ministry of the Spirit to the
Lord, John will emphasize the Spirit's ministry to the believer,
(ch. 7, 14-16)
