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Obedience is the key word in most of these studies. It combines nicely
with love and faithfulness. When I read the ceremonial laws and the actions
taken in those days, I am filled with appreciation for the grace of God to them
and to us. With that I am deeply appreciative of the instructions God has given
us that would make our paths more plain and more complete if we would be
give ourselves to them. Try 1 Timothy 4 and the Pauline advice at the end of
the chapter that gears itself to such a need. But keep in mind that we are not
going back to legalism but we are, hopefully, going to walk on with God as long
as He gives us the opportunity and direction.

Thanks for joining us for these studies at Geneva. There are many points not
discussed...I am willing to talk about them (if I have any knowledge at the question
point) at any time while at this conference.
