(2) some conservative and/or dispensa-

b. Note that merely observing the life
principles does not amount to salvation.

" c. Note that there is no area of life that is
not touched by the immediate teaching of
the Lord.

d. And we will probably offer a few thoughts
on how further life principles are
properly adduced.
