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-Christmas..dominated the last three
months of the year.

And with these virtually every
Sunday had some special designation.

-eucharist
-pilgrimages
-sacred services (in church!)
-the Marian ideals
Suffice it to say all of this worked together
to make the community a homgeneous mass. To
it is added a great mass of superstition..and
it grows over the years. It should shout a
warning to us in the events of out times but,
alas, history is only studied in class and not
practiced in the church.
