--Linguistic assumptions. These are more technical but you will see them
when one suggests that a particular word is derived for a set source and
so cannot be used in a certain context and a certain time. Generally this
requires a lot more evidence than is available and so becomes a matter of

assertion.

--And, as a rule, do not build a theology of words. I am not saying they
are not important. I am saying that they must always be seen in the
light of the fuller theological and thematic treatment of the Scripture.
