b. 5:21-48. The Antithetical Sections

Note that the purpose of these is to indi
cate what true values are and to correct
certain misapprehensions of the will of
God. It is not a correction ot the Old
Testament, the L1ord has already spoken to
that, but a correction of the applica"
tions given in the nature of that day.
It is significant that when we have round
out what we are to be like we find out
how it is applied in the world about us.
