If you can
read and see no reason for their exclusion...read them again.

But this should give you an
idea of why the Jewish community, much of the Christian community, and
the totality of the reformation community have always rejected these books

as being part of the canon.
Incidentally, there is a lat of extra-biblical literature in both the 0ld

and New Testament periods for which some extravagant claims are made. But
the Apocryphal books are given far more attention than any others.
