APPENDIX #1...MISSING CONFERENCE SERIES

Although there may be more (the weakness of the intellect is legendary in
my family) I have the recorded nature of three series for which I do not have
my conference notes:

1. A series entitled THE LORD'S RELATIONSHIPS in which I tried to
discuss his relationships with the Father, the Holy Spirit, His disciples,
the religious organization ofHis time, and the world about Him. You
can almost guess at the purpose of these talks but I do not have the
specifics.

2. a second series was called THE EMOTIONAL LIFE OF THE LORD. I do
not repeat messages very often but I did reuse this series at Emmaus

(Oak Park) and Guelph (Toronto) and apparently in revising or

rethinking I lost the original notes and a lot ofthe materials in the same
folder with them. I concentrated on the emotions oflove, anger,
sympathy, hate (disdain) and stressed that the Lord ruled the emotions,
