was probably conversion, ce rtainly godliness in the conduct of life. Certainly a
knowledge about Russia, and the tribulation and the Rapture would mean nothing

to him in his present state. So, prophecy often draws people who are intellectually
curious who need other things that they might be aware of. So, I don't say that
against them, but I say that that is often the case. So we thought that taking

subjects like the ones selected would not be strictly a conference to fatten the
intellect, You may wonder why we are -- you know -- skinning the intellect!

Not one that's strictly fattening the intellect,but would take up some adjunct things
that otherwise you can't take up. So that's how we put together the particular
program this year, We are half way through with it now, and before long we will
